What’s next: Crescimbeni, a member of 
the Peruvian national swim team, earned an 
Olympic qualifying time in the 200 fly at the 
Pan-Am Games. He will be heading to Beijing 
in the summer for the 2008 Games. He also 
has committed to Florida.
